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Mirupafshim is a word coming from afar, passing trough the mysterious eastern land and then getting lost in the silence of our imagination, a domestic and stranger silence.
Mirupafshim recalls a childish magic formula, the pass key for a secret world inside a wardrobe, a closet or a utility room, spaces full of hidden fears, a dark parallel universe, the world of shadows. 
Here Vénera Kastrati’s new imaginary is generated, in a land populated by fantasy rare characters. In the middle of spectator and artist’s private lives, these parallel world in which we are all invited, is just a game of which the spectator doesn’t know any rules. It’s a game re-emerging from the past, and the artist’s aim is to re-catch feelings, hidden stories and whisper them into the spectators’ ears. 
Vénera Kastrati retrieved the tape recording of the farewell ritual of a kosovarian aunt of her that met his relatives during a military respite. The installation is so organised around this personal event and its re-enactment.

Actually, mirupafshim in Albanian means “goodbye”.
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
