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Johannes Vogl's work consists in site-specific installations and sculptures in which he plays with the functionality of everyday items. All of his works develop from an intuition, an accident which is something the artist observed. Starting from this intuition Vogl invents self-sufficient "machines", consisting of the assemblage of different objects, whose union

generates a new use, an overtaking of the initial idea, specifying it and giving it a new poetic and ironic value, but ideological and romantic at the same time, philosophical and social. There is a multilevel context because technology creates a distance from the starting and ending point of the work. The artist aims to produce reactions which widen and modify the perception of the various senses. This way, in a machine shooting gold in walls, the romantic idea of gold diggers widens in an utopic tension towards the research of something mytical belonging to human spirit. In "Wolke" work, shattered bottles thrown by Black Block give the perception of the noise from a battle, which mingles with the visual sense of the rain from the clouds. In "Tree" the Bonsai's shadow projected on a wall brings the real dimensions of a world in miniature. In "Curtain" the light lines are a lake never-never land in fluid movement of winds, in an idea of the romantic storm letting man dream (Sturm und Drang). In "The Night" a moon projected in its phases in the sky brings to a reflection on human time and waiting. It's thoughtful and dramatic at the same time in its steady dimension. In the exhibition at Federico Bianchi Contemporary Art gallery in Lecco, the artist presents three of these works in which the main subject is bound to the idea of light.
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
