Federico Bianchi Contemporary Art is pleased to present Pierre Poggi's third solo show, opening on June 7, 2014, at 6.30 p.m., via Imbonati 12 Milano.

Pierre Poggi's artistic research has been long time focused on the subject of football in its social and cultural aspects. “Ca’ v’avite perso!”, written by an anonymous supporter on the wall of the cemetery of Naples, on the occasion of the championship won in 1987, epitomizes all the iconographic sarcasm of the shown works. Through sculptures, installations and videos, Pierre Poggi's work acquires hermeneutic meanings, both from the author and from the user's point of view. The artist pictures football in its different “contaminations”, which threatened, making it spectacular, its playful side. With operative and conceptual transfer, football is the basic subject to embody contemporary dynamics and social themes (see the last events during the Coppa Italia). “Put the artwork into play”, states Pierre Poggi, “stimulates the debate”. 

Pierre Poggi (born 1954,  Mont de Marsan – France) lives and works in Milan. His installations were exhibited at  Open XI 2007 – Lido di Venezia and at “Castello Borromeo” and “Artoteca” in Milan on various occasions. He also exhibited in various solo and group shows in France, Italy, Poland, Austria in both public and private spaces.

List of exhibited works:
1. “Le nazionali”: 30x90x170, mixed media, 2011
Made with recycled materials, the artwork mixes design and handcrafted planning. With the sound of the hymns: hieratic puppets hide blunt objects and agonistic tension.

1. “Cage”: 35x50x64 , 2012
An architecture of compared special effects (optical kinetic?), a claustrophobic monument, a trap for ultras? Or counter-alter of the nest by Ai Wei Wei, dissident artist caged in his country?

1. “Misure contro misure”: 90x106x156, 2011
An interpretation, nitty-gritty hallucinated quote of a fence which failed, evokes stories of dramatic events.

1. “Nero su Bianco”: 10x106x156, 2009
A composition of polyurethane spheres which break the boundaries of the painting like a virus, like eyes looking at us emphatically

1. “Corredo”: 22 dishes, 30mt. diameter ,2011

Illustrated parody of football chronicles, a domestic version of cheer as social metaphor, a pop handicraft updated to contemporary facts.

1. “Moviola”: loop video, 1 minute,  2010
Almost a tv ad, 60 hallucinated seconds in which a “ultras-body”, with a syncopated rhythm, appears as a ball, gone crazy hearing vuvuzelas (the video is to be seen sat on a chair prototype called “supporter”, suitable for considerations over the artwork and its implications)
