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Inside the strict, preconceived grid of urban maps, people, funneled by buildings and streets, are stopped by the perplexed glance of the artist.

Watchful and puzzled, in the aseptic and repetitive course of the routes he sees an unconscious imposition to order and obedience toward a construction and road gears that frames, induces and advises, with apparent indifference, the path to be followed.
“Le Conseil Général”, the title of a work the exhibition is also named after, as a wall cutting suggesting to the focusing observer the discovery of the meaning of things he was looking at: it reveals an hidden meaning.

Urban impositions seem to be free to access and to choose paths and actions. 

But it's not true. That hidden signal, unseen by most and yet to be decoded, reveals its sense: it's a “general advice” that means do as prescribed!
Considered the situation, the artist does his job: captures images, cuts them, recomposes them, modifies the grill in which actions are carried out, underlines the obsessive repetition of shapes and of their geometric inhumanity.
Just like in Abbot's “Flatland”, people tend to become regular geometric shapes to be composed in flat designs, not different from the facades they conform to following the structure/system.
The urban “format” asserts itself and reproduces everywhere and its inhabitants adapt to it less or more consciously: performers of a script which was already written.
A collective existential drama that the homogenizing cage tries to hide and, sometimes, to embellish with cosmetic tricks that the artist reveals.
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
