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The presence/absence of painting in the artist’s works is a keen and conceptual game which restricts or  expands the perception of the eye. Space is conceived as an analytic balance between obsessive repetitions of signs and monochromatic absence of the essential tones. The rigorous abstraction becomes pure pleasure of listening to the voice of colour as an idea of no time painting. So, you have nothing superfluous in the spirit.

Radomir Damnjan was born in Mostar on the 10th  December 1936, he lives and works in Milan. He took part many times at Biennale in Venice, at Documenta Kassel, at Biennale in Sao Paolo and at Quadriennale in Rome. His works are located in many museums as New York Guggenheim, Centre Pompidou in Paris, the MoCA in S. Francisco, the Museum of Modern Art in Belgrade, the MoMA in New York, and the Artistic Fund of the Historical Archive of the Biennale in Venice.
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
