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The term "Politically Incorrect" originates from a radio show hosted by Bill Maher in the USA - first in New York and then in Los Angeles - in the 90s. 


After a monologue at the beginning of the show, Maher interviewed four personalities coming from the political, entertainment and cultural world. Current events, even the most controversial ones, were examined freely and directly. After a few opinions expressed about the 11th September terrorist attack, the show was interrupted, due to lack of sponsors.


The idea of different interpretations of facts, about which public opinion has already lined up, can only be obtained through debate. 


The awareness of an episode passes from its narration to the interpretation, without necessarily following common beliefs.


This way art acquires a function and the artist, through his/her works, can either show or hide his/her position, still creating a doubt or a new possible interpretation, that could be the solution to the banality of common beliefs. 


The exhibited works originate from current events or from precise historical moments.


"The Raft of Lampedusa" by Pierre Poggi, like "Damn the very first emigrant” by Vénera Kastrati are linked with the imagination theme. 


The painting "Gendarmes" by Domenico Piccolo and the photos of the “Stecca degli artigiani” by Paola Di Bello talk about physical and expressive freedom. "Czechoslovakian Summer", photographic triptych by Radomir Damnjan and "Wayfarers" by Giuseppe Armenia, which portrays the “Quarto stato” (by Pelizza da Volpedo) going away defeated, have strong political implications with the ideological dynamics of contemporary history.


Jacopo Prina's photos express the theme of unemployment and of depersonalization of the individual and the bedclothes triptych by Ania Orlikowska deals with violence. 


Finally, "Guernica" by Bert Theis is alienating while identifying a contemporary tragedy under false pretences, like Magda Thótová's video work investigates over the political and social coincidences asking embarrassing questions like in a Bill Maher talk-show.
